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Brave New World – Literature Circles Literature Circle Overview
What is a Literature Circle?

A "Literature Circle" is a structure for talking about a book with your peers as you read it together.  In a Literature Circle, students are in charge of the discussion and are responsible for completing all work assigned for their “job.”  

How many jobs will I have?
For the novel Brave New World, each literature circle will have no more than 5 members.  There are six jobs that rotate each time your group meets.
Can you give me an example of what my work for each night will consist of?

For example, on Monday night Mr. Craig’s job may be to read Chapter 1 of the novel and be the “discussion leader.”  For Tuesday’s literature circle meeting in class, Mr. Craig will be responsible for reading the assigned parts of the novel and having the “discussion leader” worksheets filled out for this section of the reading.  Mr. Craig will then meet with his group to share his findings.  Furthermore, in addition to the literature circle job, everyone will also complete the Dialectic Journal for each section read.
How will the rest of the class know what is going on in my group?
There will be periodic presentations to give the rest of the class an update on the development of your group’s character.

What are the different jobs?
1. Reviewer: Prepare a brief summary of the reading.  Select the most important events, the key highlights, and the major ideas, and record them.

2. Connector: Connect what you have read with other texts and information that you have learned in this and other classes.  You should also look to make connections between the story and events in your own life or the world outside of school as depicted in the news or other media.  

3. Passage Finder: Locate three to four select passages and/or quotes from the text that you believe are worth discussing.  

4. Character Tracker: Tracks the selected character for that night's readings.  Completes the graphic organizer for each character.  
5. Word Watcher: Take note of phrases or words that you do not understand in the text, define them, and explain them to your group.

6. Discussion Director: Develop a list of questions that your group can discuss about your character in this part of the novel.
