Your job is to take note of phrases or words that you do not understand in the text and to define them and explain them to your group.  Try to take note of historical or scientific references Huxley makes.  There are also dictionaries that specifically cover the language of the futuristic society presented here.

Your job is to develop a list of questions that your group can discuss about your character in this part of the novel.  Your questions should require thought; they should get everyone talking and sharing their opinions and reactions.  The best discussion questions come from your own thoughts, feelings, and concerns as you read.  Do NOT write questions that call for a simple "yes" or "no" answer or a factual detail! 
  
Order for Leading Your Group Discussion:
1. Call on the Reviewer to read the review

2. Pose your questions to your group for discussion.  Lead your group in response to what each person says.  It is your responsibility to make sure that each individual in your group participates in the conversation.  If someone is not participating say, “So, Enrico, what do you think about this?”

3. Call on the Passage Finder to present one of his/her passages
4. Call on the Word Watcher to present four to five words
5. Call on the Connector to present at least one connection he/she has made
6. Go back to the original questions to ensure they have been answered
7. Fill out the Group Record Sheet with input from your group members
8. Assign roles for your next reading.  Make sure everyone gets a new role sheet, including absent members.
9. Put all of your papers for the day in your group’s binder so that I can give you credit for completing them.
