Reader Response - Chapters 1-6 of Lord of the Flies
Chapters 1-6 of Lord of the Flies detail the boys' arrival on the island and their attempts to recreate civilization.  We see the boys try (and fail) to maintain the signal fire, the choir attempting (and succeeding at) hunting, the belief in the "beast", and the growing fear and uneasiness as chaos begins to overtake order.  Chapter 6 ends with Ralph and Jack exploring the far side of the island in a search for the "beast". 
DIRECTIONS: Why are the boys ultimately going to fail in their attempt to live on the island?  In your Lit Circles, you are to analyze chapters 1-6 for how the boys demonstrate a lack of maturity and responsibility and how this will contribute to their downfall.  Follow this format:
Paragraph #1 - One example from chapters 1-3 that shows how the boys demonstrate a lack of maturity and responsibility and how this will contribute to their downfall.
Paragraph #2 - One example from chapters 4-6 that shows how the boys demonstrate a lack of maturity and responsibility and how this will contribute to their downfall.
Paragraph #3 - What symbol is the best representation of the boys' immaturity?  Why do you think so? 
Use of the book is required for this response.  Three properly formatted, MLA-style quotes should be used to effectively demonstrate your point = “This is an island” (Golding 22).
